Fireworks CS3 Assignment – Making a Banner for 
Vintage T-Shirts

1. Log in and open up Fireworks (FW).  Click on Create a new Fireworks document.
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2. Create the canvas with the following dimensions:  (width = 1004 pixels height= 120 pixels)
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3. We will be using the main toolbar to create a banner for your web site.

4. Click on the paint bucket and choose a color.  

5. Click on the tool “rectangle tool” underneath the Vector section on the tool bar.

6. Using the mouse, draw a rectangle to fill most of your canvas.  It should fill in with the color that you selected in the paint bucket.
7. Click the stroke icon and select a color different from the paint bucket color.  It is directly above the paint bucket color picker you just used.
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8. On the properties inspector select an outside edge for your stroke of 3. [image: image4.png]ng : Page 1@ 67% (Path)
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9. Pick the paint bucket color of white.

10. Place your mouse in the upper left corner of your banner and begin to draw a circle that has the following dimensions:  width=14 pixels height = 14 pixels.  You can make the circle these dimension by using the Property Inspector.
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11. Use the black arrow and select your new circle.  It should have blue selection dots around it.  Press Ctrl + C to copy and it and then Ctrl + V to paste it.  You will not see it at first because it is directly on top of the first one you created.  To see your new image press and hold Shift + the arrow key to the right. It will slowly move to the right.  
12. Place the new circular image slightly to the right of the old one.  You do not want the edges touching.

13. The blue selection handles should only be around the new circle.  Use the property inspector to change the stroke and the dimensions to:  width = 20 height = 20.
14. Repeat this process two more times so that the next two circle have the following dimensions:  Circle #3 width = 26 height = 26 and Circle #4 width = 32 height = 32.
15. Save your work into a new folder that you need to create.  Call the folder images and save the file as banner.png.
16. You will now “Shift click” on all four circle to select them all at the same time.  You can do this by pressing Shift continuously and clicking on the first circle, then the second ,etc. until all 4 circle are selected and in blue.

17. Press Ctrl+C to copy and then Ctrl + V to paste.

18. Do not deselect the image.
19. You will not see it at first because it is directly on top of the first one you created.  To see your new image press and hold Shift + the arrow key to the right. It will slowly move to the right.  Move it all the way to the far right of the banner so it is directly opposite the other circles you created earlier.
20. Do not deselect the image.

21. From the main menu, click on Modify > Transform > Flip Horizontally.  Your new set of circles should look like the image below:
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22. Now we will add some text to describe our web site…a logo.
23. Click on the text tool on the tool bar (a big bold “A”).  Use the property inspector to pick a font face, size and color that you like.  My specs are listed below:  Face: Alibi Size = 90 Color=FFCC66.  I typed the text of “Vintage”
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24. Now you will make the vintage text look a little better.  You will be working in the Property Inspector to change the Horizontal Scale (spacing between the letters) and to add a Drop Shadow.
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25. Locate the A with the arrow under it on the Properties Inspector.  This is the Horizontal Scale.  This is the amount of space between letters – sometimes called Kerning.  Set this to 150% or less depending on the style of font you picked.
26. Locate where it says Filters and there is a “+” sign with an arrow pointing downward.  Click on this.  Click on Shadow and Glow and select Drop Shadow.  Stick with the default settings for now.  If you picked Black as a text font you may need to change the drop shadow color.

27. Now you are going to add additional text and change the Horizontal Scale, add a Drop Shadow and also add A glow.  You will be reversing all the colors you used for “Vintage” with the next piece of text.

28. Press the text tool and change the text size to less then your Vintage text.  I used 54 for the size.  I changed the text color to Black.  Enter the text “t-shirts.”  I mixedup the text with upper and lower case for this word.
29. Add the following special effects:  Drop shadow (I used a yellow) and add a glow (I used a different color of yellow) to the text.  All of this can be found  where it says Filters and there is a “+” sign with an arrow pointing downward.  Click on this.  Click on Shadow and Glow and select Drop Shadow.  I picked yellow as I said in the step above. 

30. Go back and click on Filters again and choose Glow.  I picked a complimentary yellow.
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31. Save your work.
32. I will check your work tomorrow.
